The ReStore idea was born about six years ago
when Robin attended the ReStore portion of a Re-
gional Habitat Conference. She attended the
Conference as a selected homeowner wanting to
know more about the ReStore program. That event
set off a passion that continued over the next
several years. The time was right in spring 2007
when the City of Sisters moved to their new City
Hall, leaving an empty building just 2 blocks away
from the Habitat office and Thrift Store. The City
agreed to rent to us, we set up shop and opened the
doors. The success continues to amaze us. We had
no idea how much the community would support a
store that sold recycled furniture, appliances and
building supplies. An added bonus is that the
ReStore has kept 732,000 Ibs/ 366 tons out of the
landfill!"! Thank you Sisters for supporting our
store and thereby supporting the building program
of Sisters Habitat.
